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ABSTRACT

Although California has made remarkable progress in improving air quality, we face formidable challenges in the future.  Technology advancements continue to reduce per capita emissions, however, growth erodes these gains.  In order to attain the health-based state and federal air quality standards and reduce risk from toxic air contaminants, we must develop strategies to encourage both technological breakthroughs and smarter growth.  

How can we provide healthful air to all Californians while accommodating population and economic growth?  How important will it be to push the envelope on clean air technologies?  What impact can smart growth strategies have?  This discussion will explore in quantitative terms different scenarios for meeting our air quality goals and highlight the reality that all strategies and all parties must play an important role in reaching our goal – clean air every day.
